Parents of successful applicants will be notified of their children’s inclusion in the Successful List for
Discretionary Places by both letter and phone on 31 March 2026. The results will be released on 7 July 2026 together with the
Central Allocation results.
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The available number of Discretionary Places for Secondary One in 2026-2027 is 30. The selection criteria and weighting are as

follows:
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(1) Academic Performance 30%
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(2) Conduct and Attitude 30 %
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(3) E’erformances in Extra-Curricular Activities 20%

(4) Intgrview Performance 20%
